Lesson Two: The Blood of Christ

What it is and what is has done for you

When the Old Testament speaks of blood it is speaking of Judgment, bloodshed is a Jewish expression for a violent death, and atonement was the sacrificial shedding of animal blood for covering of sin.

The Blood of Christ: is a sacrificial-judgment-death

Leviticus 17:11 – For the life of the flesh is in the blood and I have given it to you upon the altar to make atonement for your souls, for it is the blood that makes atonement for the soul.
The physical death of the animal in the Old Testament was a shadow of the death of Christ on the cross.

Hebrews 9:22 - “Without the shedding of blood there is no remission of sin” 

Colossians 1:20- “And having made peace through the blood of His cross, by Him to reconcile all things unto Himself;” 

I Peter 1:18-1- “You know that you were not redeemed with perishable things like silver and gold……..but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb unblemished and spotless”  
Remission:  forgiveness, freedom from sin.

Peace:  harmonize, to be a peacemaker

Precious:  of inestimable value
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OFFERING THE BLOOD TO GOD:

The High Priest in the Old Testament would go through 3 areas with the blood; the outer court, the holy place and then into the Holy of Holies.  He could only enter the third place once a year and then leave immediately after the blood was offered. Jesus passed through the first heaven, the atmosphere, the second heaven, where the stars are and entered the third heaven, which is God’s abode. When he got there what did He do? He sat down. Why? God was satisfied.

Hebrews 9:13-14 The blood of goats and bulls and the ashes of a heifer sprinkled on those who are ceremonially unclean sanctify them so that they are outwardly clean.  How much more then, will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself unblemished to God, cleanse our consciences from acts that lead to death, so that we may serve the living God!
Ephesians 1:7 “in whom we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins…..

Romans 5:9 “Much more then, being now justified by His blood, we shall be saved from wrath through Him.”

What is the Blood of Christ?


It is the once and for all payment for the sin that separates us from God, it is the sacrifice that satisfies the wrath of God, it is the substance that allows us not only to live one more year, but to live eternally in God’s presence.

What does the Blood of Christ do for us?


When we accept the sacrifice of Christ on the cross, the blood has purchased for us forgiveness and freedom from sin, gives us a clean conscience before God, and frees us from the life that led to death so that we have the ability to serve the living God.  We are free from the fear of the wrath of God that will come upon this world.
