Lesson Six: Overcoming Requires
Revelation 12:11 And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did not love their lives to the death. NKJV
Among the reasons for sharing our testimony, is to be preemptive in the face of persecution or temptation.

When we share in advance, our commitment to Christ and His word, we set the stage for where we will permit our conversations and actions to go.  

Matthew 10 
32 "Therefore whoever confesses Me before men, him I will also confess before My Father who is in heaven.  33 But whoever denies Me before men, him I will also deny before My Father who is in heaven. NKJV
Finally, we come to… ‘loved not our own lives unto death.’  

This is focused entirely on where and what we have set our affections on.

Luke 14 
26 "If anyone comes to Me and does not hate his father and mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters, yes, and his own life also, he cannot be My disciple. NKJV
Luke 12 
4 "And I say to you, My friends, do not be afraid of those who kill the body, and after that have no more that they can do.  5 But I will show you whom you should fear: Fear Him who, after He has killed, has power to cast into hell; yes, I say to you, fear Him! NKJV
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Living a life conscious that some rejection will be unavoidable and worth it.

Matthew 10
34 "Do not think that I came to bring peace on earth. I did not come to bring peace but a sword.  35 For I have come to 'set a man against his father, a daughter against her mother, and a daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law'; 36 and 'a man's enemies will be those of his own household.'  37 He who loves father or mother more than Me is not worthy of Me. And he who loves son or daughter more than Me is not worthy of Me.  38 And he who does not take his cross and follow after Me is not worthy of Me.  39 He who finds his life will lose it, and he who loses his life for My sake will find it. NKJV
The Gospel has always been and will always be a divisive factor.

Luke 16
11 Therefore if you have not been faithful in the unrighteous mammon, who will commit to your trust the true riches?  12 And if you have not been faithful in what is another man's, who will give you what is your own? NKJV
The Gospel demands Faithfulness.
